How Solar Electricity Works

Solar cells are made up of silicon, a
substance that makes up sand. Silicon is
the second most common substance on
earth. Solar cells can supply energy to
anything that is powered by batteries or
electrical power.

When sunlight strikes the solar cell,
electricity is produced and causes electrons
to move around. The electrons’ actions
start an electric current and then conver-

How Wind Energy Works—
Wind Turbines

Wind turbines use blades to capture the
wind’s kinetic energy. Wind turbines work
by slowing down the speed of the wind.
Wind pushes against the blades of the
wind turbine and causes the blades to spin.
A generator is then used to produce
electricity. Wind turbines have the same
basic parts: blades, shafts, gears, a
generator, and a cable; however, some
turbines do not have gearboxes. The parts
of a wind turbine then work together to
convert the wind’s energy into electricity.

The amount of electricity produced
depends on the size and speed of the wind.
Small turbines power one home. Large
wind turbines produce enough electricity

to power up to 1,000 homes. Large
turbines can be grouped together to
provide power to the electricity grid. The
grid is the network of power lines
connected together across the entire
country.

Wind is renewable energy source that
produces no air pollution and wind is free
to use. Wind power is not the perfect
answer; but it contributes a solution to
energy needs.

Government To Push Green
Incentives—By KENNETH HARNEY

You'te probably familiar with some of the
federal government's 2009 incentives for
home energy efficiency: heftier tax credits
for solar panels, solar water heaters,
geothermal heat pumps, heavy duty
insulation, windows, air conditioning and
the like.

But these come-ons are just the beginning
of an unprecedented government push for
energy conservation in housing and even
"locational efficiency" benefits.

At the Department of Housing and Urban
Development, a new generation of
energy-efficient mortgages is being rolled
out, starting with FHA loans that offer 5
percent larger mortgage amounts to people
who plan to undertake energy efficiency
improvements.

The American Clean Energy and Security
Act contains an entire subsection devoted
to creating incentives for consumers and
federal agencies to build and finance more
energy-efficient dwellings.

Among the key housing related provisions
in the bill:

* The FHA is directed to insure a
minimum of 50,000 new energy efficient
mortgages during the coming three years.
An energy-efficient house is defined as one
in which energy consumption is reduced
by 20 percent after renovations.

¢ Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac are directed
to develop new mortgage products and
more flexible underwriting guidelines to
reward energy conscious borrowers and
builders.

The two companies currently operating
under federal conservatorship also are

required to help establish a secondary
market for energy-efficient and location
efficient mortgages for moderate and
lowet-income home buyers. The new
generation of loans would increase the
qualifying incomes of applicants by at least
one dollar for every dollar of projected
energy savings from renovations, green
construction or efficient design.

Real-estate appraisers would be required to
take energy improvements and the money
they save into account as they value
houses.

Federal financial regulators would be
directed to support the establishment of
ptivately run "green banking centers"
inside banks and credit unions. The
centers would help consumers understand
how best to obtain financing for energy
conserving home improvements, second
and primary mortgages, and energy audits
and ratings. HUD would also be author-
ized to conduct "renewable energy home
product expos" to educate the public
about the latest technologies and financing
concepts.

State governments would be required to
ensure homeowners whose energy
technologies allowed them to get "off the
grid" no longer fully dependent on utility
companies to provide them power are not
denied property hazard coverage by
insurance companies.

With all this emphasis on home energy
efficiency and reduction of real estate
related emissions, is there any evidence
that buyers will take part? Will they use
energy-efficient mortgages or even pay
more for houses that are highly efficient,
loaded with the latest energy saving
technologies? The jury is out because a lot
of this is prospective and hasn't been
signed into law.

A Seattle real-estate firm, G2B Ventures, is
raising $50 million for a fund to buy and
rehab houses, and says that green certified,
high energy conserving homes in its area
sold for 7.5 percent more per square foot
and 24 percent faster between 2007 and
2008.

So maybe there's going to be some extra
green in being green: better financing,
higher property values, faster selling times
and more money in your wallet.

Ways to Green Your Business

Imagine asking today how the Internet
affects business. It's an absurd question,

like asking how electricity changed
business. Asking the same about
sustainability, it turns out, is equally
absurd. Like the Internet, sustainability
spurs innovation in everything, from how
you see your business model to whether
you see your employees. Here are favorite
ways companies today are greening up,
saving money and making better widgets
in the process.

At $100 a ton, feeding a landfill is pricey.
In the past two years, General Mills has
turned its solid waste into profits. Take
its oat hulls, a Cheerios by-product. The
company used to pay to have them
hauled off, but realized they could be
burned as fuel. Now customers compete
to buy the stuff. In 2006, General Mills
recycled 86% of its solid waste, earning
more from that than it spent on disposal.

Taking the packaging revolution a step
further, the liquid laundry detergent
industry, has cut the size of its bottles by
50% or more by concentrating the liquid
to two and sometimes three degrees of
magnitude. Unilevet's triple-concentrated
All Small & Mighty detergent has saved 1.3
million gallons of diesel fuel, 10 million
pounds of plastic resin, and 80 million
square feet of cardboard since 2005. This
fall, Procter & Gamble is converting its
entire collection of liquids to double
concentration.
