¢ On a national level, create between 918,000 (moderate efficiency case) and 1.9 mil-
lion (high efficiency case) new jobs, increase annual household income by $487 to Energy Efficiency Op- 4
$1,175 per year, and boost Gross Domestic Product (GDP) by $39 billion to $111 Perinstihies
billion — with all of those benefits measured relative to a scenario without such leg- Emerging Technology
islation.

¢ Increase Ohio’s real GDP by $1.6 billion to $3.7 billion more than without legislation (2008). That is a 0.3 per-
cent to 0.7 percent increase on top of baseline growth of 33.1 percent.

e Lead to average real household income in Ohio that is $452 to $992 higher per year than without the legisla-
tion (2008 dollars).
